Setting up keyboard in Japanese

 1: Region and Language Options

In the Control Panel click on the "Change keyboards or other input methods" option. 

You can also find this option by clicking the start button then typing "input".
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2: Changing Keyboards

There are 4 tabs on the top of the "Region and Language" window.  

Click on the one labeled "Keyboards Languages". Then click the "Change keyboards" button.
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Keyboards and other input lenguages
To change your keyboard or input language click Change keyboards.
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3: Adding a Japanese Keyboard

After clicking the "Change keyboard" button the following screen will display.  

Click the "Add" button to add Japanese input capability to your Windows 7 system.
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4: Adding Japanese Microsoft IME

After clicking the "Add" button on the windows above the following screen will display.  

Scroll down to Japanese. In the Keyboard section section choose "Microsoft IME" and then click "OK". 
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NOTE: "IME" stands for Input Method Editor. IME is what gives your computer the ability to type Japanese.

What should be present in the taskbar:
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On clicking the  , the following menu will be displayed. For the web pages, this is only active when the cursor is in a textbox/ typing area. It won't work for any random page, a text box should be clicked. 

Switching between languages can also be done with Shift + left Alt key, the equivalent of Alt+"Kanji" key or only "Kanji" key or "Conversion" key. 
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Trying the Japanese keyboard on CF 5

Switching the languages works both IE and FF in the following situations: 

1. Single-line text boxes

2. Reviewer's text boxes
